The purpose of this notice is to address questions regarding the notice of instruction 040306-1-I-OVCS dated March 29, 2006.  This notice outlines the issues raised and the clarifications as follows:





Issue:  Confirm whether the requirements contained in the notice apply to the 2005 – 2006 agreement that was extended or the 2006 – 2007 agreement.





Clarification:  2006 Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) State Plan:  The LIHEAP State Plan applies to both the 2005 – 2006 agreement and the 2006 – 2007 agreement.





Clarification:  Benefit Increase:  The benefit increase from $300 to $400 applies to the 2006 - 2007 agreement and was effective April 1, 2006.  Please see the attached revised EHEAP Technical Assistance document and revised EHEAP application.  You should use the EHEAP Application dated 1/30/2006 for the remainder of the 2005-2006 agreement year.  





Clarification:  Memorandum of Understanding with local weatherization providers:  The 2006 – 2007 EHEAP Agreement, Attachment I, Section II. A. # 3 requires the “recipient” to “develop a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with all Weatherization Assistance Programs (WAP) in the service area.”  If the AAA subcontracts EHEAP, the MOU should be between the EHEAP provider and the local weatherization provider.  If the AAA is the EHEAP provider, the MOU would be between the AAA and the WAP.  In both cases, the AAA should ensure the required coordination takes place.  This requirement applies to the 2006 – 2007 agreements.
