In completing the aforementioned forms, document transfers between titles as necessary within the established limits.  Update all funding for other AAA programs as necessary on the C.I.A. and ensure the C.II.B. includes sufficient match for each OAA title as required.  Please remember that III-B Set-Aside amounts cannot be increased.  Also, include updates related to aging resource center budget activities.





This amendment will only include the 2007 OAA increase and any transfers between titles.  The 2006 Carry-forward funds and the final transfers between titles will be amended into contracts later in the year, after the 2006-07 State General Revenue contracts have been completed.
